NEW SEWER RENTAL REBATE GUIDELINES ANNOUNCED
Under the direction of Mayor Kim Bracey, the sewer rental rebate guidelines for low income elderly citizens and low income permanently disabled citizens have been updated.  “I am pleased that we are able to offer this increase in sewer rebates to those in our community that are struggling to survive on a limited income.” said Mayor Bracey. The household income schedule for sewer rental charge rebates has not been updated since 1989. The new guideline for household income has been increased from $15,000 to $20,000.  The new guidelines are slated to go into effect this year after the approval of City Council.  The new guideline scale is as follows:
